Since Sutton is an IB school, it seems fitting that our summer reading theme should be exploring other cultures.  Reading novels set in other countries or about people from other cultures is a great way to improve our global awareness.  Most of the titles on this suggested list also tie into the social studies curriculum.  

According to Georgia’s English/Language Arts standards, middle school students are required to read “a minimum of 25 grade-level appropriate books” per year.  To get started on that goal for the 2010-2011 school year, students must read at least three books from the attached list during the summer.  Students are encouraged to read additional books, including titles not on this list.  Those who read six or more books will be eligible for the PTA/media center summer reading incentive program.

Other Side of Truth by Beverly Naidoo (Required for all students)
Students must fill out a “Summer Reading Summary Sheet” for each book read. Students will also be required to take AR quizzes for all of the books read during the summer and throughout the school year.  Completing the summary sheet will help them when they take the quizzes in August.

Please remember that these summer reading assignments will be an important part of the Independent Reading grade, which counts as 15% of the total Language Arts grade.
