Chapter Two: Welcome to Sutton
In the early 1970s, the Atlanta Public Schools were experiencing tremendous growth. This school district was in need of a new middle school to serve the students emerging from its area elementary schools. The decision was made to transition one of the high schools to a middle school. In 1972, William Franklin Dykes High School was changed to Willis A. Sutton Middle School, named for the eighth superintendent of Atlanta Public Schools. Sutton is fortunate to have the infrastructure and athletic facilities formerly allocated for high schools in Atlanta.
Nestled in an oak and pine forest beside the stable and amphitheater of Chastain Park, Sutton is surrounded by one of Atlanta’s finest residential areas. The school’s approximately 900 students come from six area elementary schools: Bolton Academy, Morris Brandon, E. Rivers, Garden Hills, Warren T. Jackson, and Sarah Smith. Reflecting Atlanta’s growing presence as an international city, over twenty seven nations are represented within the student body.

Educational Philosophy
Throughout its history, Sutton has reflected the philosophy of its namesake Dr. Willis A. Sutton who believed that equipping the child for life through education and shaping the personality and the mind as an integral whole would create well-rounded adults who could cope with life. “With open minds and open hearts, opportunity will follow,” describes the attitude of the faculty and staff at Sutton. Recognizing the special needs of young adults during this in-between-age, the focus is on helping each child master the fundamentals, cultivate his or her imagination, and kindle a spirit for learning. While discipline is evident in the classroom, and structure of curriculum is clear, the Sutton family knows this is an expressive age and students are encouraged to blossom, each in his or her own way. Many children describe the “freedom” of Sutton as something they clearly value.

The International Baccalaureate Program and Sutton’s Curriculum
Sutton has chosen to implement the prestigious International Baccalaureate (IB) Middle Years Program (MYP) as a complement to its educational philosophy and strong academic curriculum. This program promotes active lifelong learning through interdisciplinary planning. Students are encouraged to question and evaluate information critically, to seek out and explore the links between their classroom subjects, and to develop an awareness of their place in the world. 

Because the MYP encompasses grades six through ten, Sutton is privileged to work closely with North Atlanta High, renowned for having the oldest IB Program in the southeastern United States. The partnerships existing through the IB Program facilitate a smooth transition for students between the middle school and high school years.

Beyond the Traditional Middle School Experience
In addition to academic opportunities, Sutton students excel in sports and extracurricular endeavors far beyond the scope of the traditional middle school experience. Students choose from over a dozen sports teams throughout the school year. Aspiring performing artists enjoy participating in the band, chorus, drama, orchestra, and visual arts offerings. After School Clubs and Student Council activities are also in place to support the distinctive educational philosophy put forth by Dr. Sutton himself – to focus on health, scholarship and character.

A School Within a School
To help students adjust to middle school as well as become more comfortable with its vast array of choices, Sutton successfully implements a “School within a School” concept. Each grade of students actually operates as its own separate school within the larger Sutton facility. This means each grade of students moves through its schedule of classes and lunch at different times responding to a different bell system. This organization allows each student to experience and grow into the middle school adventure at an age-appropriate pace.

The Team Concept
The Team Concept is another method by which Sutton eases students into new middle school routines such as changing class locations and instructors for each subject of the day. By being a part of a team, students have the sense of a smaller learning community. They see familiar faces in every class of the day and know they share teachers and assignments with many of their classmates. Each team represents a cross section of students and is balanced academically and ethnically.  There are an equal number of accelerated and standard classes offered to each team.  Students who have friends on other teams may have exploratory classes or lunch together, and they will be able to participate in after school clubs together.  
Tips for Parents of New Middle Students
• Don’t be anxious about your child going to middle school. He or she will take cues from you. Your son or daughter is capable of handling middle school. Empower him or her with expressions of confidence as this new experience begins. 
• Many students new to middle school experience organizational challenges.  Teach your child daily organizational habits like checking an assignment sheet before leaving the locker everyday or packing his or her book bag the night before school to make sure he or she has everything for the next day.

• Put the daily schedule on the refrigerator. This is a wonderful spot for your child to check whether he or she has Physical Education or Art on a particular day. You will also be able to access your child’s schedule easily and help with gentle reminders.

• Encourage your middle schooler to get involved in school activities!

• Get involved in your child’s school yourself!

• Do not be afraid to communicate with your child’s middle school teachers and administrators. They are there to help!

• The Atlanta Public School system provides a comprehensive Student Handbook to each pupil at the beginning of the school year. You may have received one in previous years. This year, please take time to review it. It is a valuable resource for parents.

Chapter Three: Your School Day

LOCKERS!
When it comes to questions about a typical school day at Sutton, it comes as no surprise that middle schoolers and their parents have different priorities! Interestingly, one of the biggest questions future Sutton Cougars have about their new home is, “Will I get to use a locker?” Yes! Lockers and their associated locker combinations are assigned over the first two weeks of school. There is a small fee associated with changing the combinations. Students do not need to bring a book bag to school until lockers are assigned.  Back packs with wheels typically do not fit into school lockers.  Many students have found it helpful to practice working with a standard combination lock over the summer to become familiar with this process. There is sufficient scheduled time during the school day for “locker stops”, and students quickly become comfortable with this new middle school experience.

The SMS Attendance Initiative 

Of more interest to new middle school parents is Sutton’s multi-faceted approach to learning.  Sutton offers a variety of extracurricular activities, complementing its academic curriculum. Each of these opportunities leads students down unique paths of discovery to new interests, strengths, and friendships. But all opportunities have the same point of origin –the classroom. Regular school attendance is one of the most important lessons we can communicate to middle schoolers. As adult role models, parents and teachers help develop the habits that will follow students into the workplace where attendance is critical. It is imperative to begin emphasizing the personal characteristics of responsibility, accountability, and making “academically sound” decisions at an early age.

Excused Absences

Students are expected to attend school every day unless excused due to illness, death in the immediate family, special holidays, recognized religious holidays, court summons, or weather conditions that render school attendance hazardous to the health and safety of the students. Parents must send a written excuse to school; otherwise, the absence will be considered unexcused.

It is the student’s responsibility to make up all missed work within three (3) days of the excused absence. A student must contact the teacher to obtain missed assignments upon returning to school. Additional time may be allowed at the discretion of individual teachers. Students absent three (3) or more days may contact the main office to make arrangements for getting missed assignments.

Unexcused Absences
When students miss school without parental permission or an appropriate excuse, it is considered truancy. APS complies with the Georgia Compulsory Attendance Law. Students who are truant will be referred to the school social worker for follow up and possible court action. Teachers will not provide makeup work for unexcused absences unless the school principal determines special circumstances warrant such an exception.

Riding the School Bus

APS provides bus service for students living at least a mile and a half from their schools. For bus route information, please call the APS Transportation Department at (404) 802-5500 or email them at transissues@atlantapublicschools.us. If available, a listing will be posted at Orientation for new students as well. Students and parents are encouraged to review Bus Guidelines in the APS Student Handbook and are reminded that riding the bus to and from school is a privilege.

Arrival Time and First Bell

Students are not allowed on Sutton’s campus prior to 8:15am. Those students arriving between 8:15-8:30am will report to the school gym from the front parking lot. Students arriving at 8:30am will report directly to homeroom.  At 8:45 the “tardy” sign is placed in the carpool lane. If the tardy sign is out, parents have to walk their child into the office and get a tardy slip signed in order for their child to go to class.

 

Homeroom

All students should report to homeroom by 8:45am. Students are considered tardy if they are late to homeroom.  During this time before first period begins at 9:00am, homeroom teachers check daily attendance and important information, and relevant deadlines are communicated during the morning announcements. In addition, school-system wide and Sutton-specific paperwork is distributed as well as news about PTA programs and events. In other words, students should not miss this significant part of the school day.

Security
All entrances of the school remain locked throughout the day.  In order to gain entrance to the school, ring the buzzer to the right of the front doors.  Funded for all middle schools throughput the State of Georgia, a security guard is also on the school grounds every day.
School Nurse
Any medication (prescription or over the counter) that a student needs to take must be administered by the school nurse or office personnel.  Parents must complete a permission form (available from the nurse) and provide the medicine in the original container with child’s name.   
An APS Medication Authorization Form must be completed for both prescription and over-the-counter medications. This must be completed and signed by the physician, parent signature also required.  Medicines must be in the original container with prescription label and child’s name. Please see the APS Medication Policy and Medication Authorization Form at the end of the primer.

Current Clinic Card with parent signature must be on file with School Nurse.”

“A/B Days” or How Elective Classes Fit into the Daily Schedule

The SMS curriculum consists of seven courses of study and a homeroom period.  Five required academic courses are taken daily (Language Arts, Math, Science, Social Studies, and Reading and/or a Foreign Language). Two elective or “exploratory” courses are taken on a daily rotation.  See Chapter Five: In the Classroom for a full listing of SMS Exploratories.  An example of an “A/B Day” rotation: your child takes Orchestra on Mondays, Tuesdays, and alternating Fridays, and takes Health/PE on Wednesdays, Thursdays, and alternating Fridays. Students adapt to this process quickly and enjoy the variety of course offerings. “A/B Days” will become part of your new middle school vocabulary.

Lunch Time

SMS students enjoy lunch among their grade-level peers. The cafeteria area benefited greatly from the school’s recent renovation. The new SMS Café is surrounded by windows and features a new Wellness Program menu.  Your child’s lunchroom experience is a much-anticipated social break from the day’s academic rigors.

School lunches can be purchased using cash, money order, or through a pre-payment plan, the APS Nutrition Mealpay Plan. (Contact www.mealpay.com or 866-365-9998 to learn current prices and to set up an account.) 

After School Dismissal Procedure
The Sutton school day concludes at 3:45pm. Please take this into account when scheduling your child’s after school activities. Repeated early dismissals interrupt the academic day not only for your child but for his or her classmates as well. Student dismissal begins at 3:30pm with bus riders given first priority. If you pick up your child in carpool please do not line up before 3:25; and for the sake of our air quality, refrain from idling your engines. At 3:35pm carpool and MARTA riders are dismissed. All car riders must exit through the school’s front entrance. It is expected that all students will leave campus by 4:00pm unless prior arrangements with a specific instructor have been made to remain for one of the following reasons:

Extracurricular activities or events

Parental permission is required to remain on campus after regular dismissal for any reason. Arrangements for transportation home must be made in advance. Only in emergency situations will students be allowed to use the school phone. 

Early Dismissal Procedure
Please minimize interruptions to instructional time! When early dismissals are necessary, a parent must report to the front office to sign the student out.  The secretary will then call the student to the office.
Transportation Logistics
Please plan ahead and make arrangements with your child for afternoon transportation before they go to school in the morning. The office can not accept changes in transportation via telephone. 
Tutorial Wednesdays

Sutton faculty members provide tutorial instruction in specific subject matter every Wednesday, 3:45-4:55pm. It is imperative students receive parental permission and make prior arrangements with individual teachers in order to participate. Each instructor has the discretion to provide additional tutorial opportunities before or after school or during lunch.

Chapter Four: Behaving in Middle School

Georgia State Law maintains the school’s authority for the conduct and well being of students from the time they board the school bus in the morning until they reach home in the evening. If a student brings discredit upon the school, staff, or other students, the school administration reserves the right to take action involving the student’s conduct, regardless of when or where the offense occurs. Disciplinary actions may include lunch detention, in-school suspension or out-of-school suspension.  The APS Student Handbook distributed to every student at the beginning of the school year, provides detailed information on Discipline Policies and Student Expectations including the Student Code of Conduct.

All students will also receive a Behavior Management Plan to be signed by both the student and parent:

Dear Parents and Students:
The teachers and staff at Sutton Middle School want to sustain a pleasant working environment where parents and students feel that distractions are minimized and academics are maximized. Discipline is a vital part of the curriculum at Sutton Middle School.  Standards are very difficult to achieve when interruptions are present.  

Everyone is accountable for the success of a child’s education.  The purpose of the behavior management plan is to enhance student success and academic achievement.   In the plan, we will address the middle school student using different techniques. Our goal is to create an atmosphere through a school wide discipline plan that is fair, firm and consistent in order to maximize learning.

 Several techniques are beneficial in the classroom to help maintain effective management.  These techniques are concentrated solely to redirect a student’s off task behavior without disrupting the instructional time.

On the School Bus

Students must obey the school system’s discipline guidelines when waiting for, boarding, riding, and leaving the school bus. Students must always obey the driver. The driver will report violations to the school assistant principal who then will review the bus video and determine appropriate disciplinary action. Misconduct on the bus may result in the loss of bus privileges.

Book Bags

Book bags will not be allowed in the classroom. Book bags must be stored in a locker during the school day. Many rolling-style book bags may be too large and will not be appropriate for Sutton. Please keep this in mind when purchasing your child’s book bag.

Electronics

Use of electronic devices, such as cell phones, pagers, iPods, and CD players is not permitted on APS property including school buses and school grounds. All electronic devices will be confiscated and turned into the administration. A confiscated device can only be retrieved by a student’s parent or guardian. Contact the Main Office to make arrangements.

Gum and Candy

The consumption of gum and candy is prohibited in all areas of the building.

Telephone Usages and Messages
A student may be given permission by his or her teacher to use the office telephone in an emergency and must receive a pass from the teacher to do so. In order to minimize the interruption of instructional time, only emergency telephone messages will be taken to students during the school day. Transportation arrangements must be made before a student comes to school.

Chapter Five: In the Classroom
The faculty and staff at Sutton have a vision of a positive middle school experience for your child – gaining confidence through academic success, acquiring physical health through fair and fit activities, and interacting with social credibility. This vision for all students is viewed in “living color” with sharp focus on the specific elements necessary to achieve its success. Our faculty and staff provide relevant instruction, create opportunities for students to apply skills and evaluate consequences, and encourage students to reflect on their learning.

In each Sutton classroom educators strive to provide the supportive, safe, and welcoming environment that motivates students to participate in school every day.

A Curriculum Overview
The SMS curriculum consists of seven courses of study and a homeroom period. Five academic courses and two exploratories provide each student with a strong foundation of core subject knowledge and the opportunity to discover new interests and talents.

The International Baccalaureate Program
The SMS curriculum is taught against the backdrop of the International Baccalaureate (IB) Middle Years Program (MYP). This program promotes academic achievement coupled with active and responsible citizenship. The MYP is designed to meet the educational requirements of students aged 11-16. While insisting on the thorough study of the various academic subjects (languages, humanities, sciences, mathematics, and the arts), the MYP accentuates their interrelatedness and advances the holistic view of knowledge as opposed to the fragmentation of knowledge that so often results when students move from biology to history to mathematics to technology - as if the classes had nothing to do with each other. Learning how to learn and how to evaluate information critically is as important as the content of the disciplines themselves. Sutton’s faculty and staff are working closely with their North Atlanta High School counterparts as both schools implement this exciting and progressive program spanning grades six through ten.

Academic Courses
These courses include Language Arts, Math, Science, Social Studies, and a Foreign Language (incoming students continue the foreign language taught at their elementary schools) or Reading (if necessary to achieve grade-level proficiency).

Exploratory #1
During each of their three years at Sutton, students take Health and Physical Education (PE). PE uniforms can be purchased at Orientation, but any black athletic shorts and white t-shirt (without objectionable language) are acceptable.

Exploratory #2
The second exploratory selections are semester and full year courses of study. Sutton offers a “Fine Arts Rotation” comprised of one-semester course offerings such as: Drama, Art, Chorus, Computers, and Public Speaking.

Or students may choose from the following year-long (two semesters) offerings:

Beginning Band – no previous musical experience necessary

Intermediate Band – students must have played a musical instrument in elementary school

Beginning Orchestra – no previous musical experience necessary

Intermediate Orchestra – students must have played a musical instrument in elementary school

Performance Chorus – no previous musical experience necessary

Challenge
Placement in the middle school Challenge Program is determined by elementary school eligibility based on State program requirements. Language Arts is the Challenge course offering for all grades at Sutton. 

The Student Agenda
At the beginning of the school year each student is issued a Student Agenda. Its purpose is twofold: to serve as a place to record class work and homework assignments in academic and exploratory classes each day and to facilitate effective and consistent communication between home and school. It is the student’s responsibility to bring the agenda to each class and enter relevant information. Parents should review the Student Agenda daily to stay informed about student progress and class content.  The cooperation between home, school, and the community is directly related to the effectiveness of Sutton’s educational program. Working together will result in the best possible education for each student. 

Syllabi
All teachers are required to provide syllabi outlining the courses of study, including the unit titles, objectives, and activities. Additionally, weight (percentage) assigned to each task for which students are graded will be explained. Parents should carefully review all class syllabi at the beginning of each semester! 

Rubric
A rubric is a scoring guide for a test or other assessment task.  Rubrics are used for evaluating major projects.  Specific content rubrics are part of the MYP/IB. Keep an eye out for them!
Grading Procedures

Reports cards are issued at the end of each semester. Grades are given in academics and conduct for each class. The grades for each semester are cumulative from the beginning of the semester for which they are given.

Progress reports are issued at the mid-semester point, nine (9) weeks into the semester. The purpose of the progress report is to provide feedback to parents or guardians while there is still time to improve grades.

Deficiency notices may be issued at any time; however, APS requires they be sent four and a half weeks before mid-term grades are given. A deficiency notice is sent to students who are not making adequate progress in a specific area.  The notice must be signed by a parent or guardian and returned to the teacher.

Parent - Teacher Conferences
Parent –Teacher Conferences can provide parents with a more complete picture of how their child is doing both academically and socially in the school environment. At Sutton, parents meet with their student’s entire team of core subject instructors during scheduled conferences.  This forum among each child’s middle school “support system” is designed to address specific questions and concerns about a student and also serves as a “well check-up.”

Parents should call the Sutton Main Office to schedule a conference during the common planning period for your child’s teaching team or to meet with a specific instructor. Please do not schedule conferences the first month of school. Your child needs time to adjust to the routines of a new school year in order to ensure discussions between parents and teachers are productive and provide the desired valuable insight. 

An Insider’s Guide to a Successful Parent-Teacher Conference
Be prepared:  Make a short list of questions and concerns ahead of time to take to the conference.

Be time-wise: Arrive a few minutes early and shut off cell phones. 

Be a team player: If a child starts having trouble at school, parents become frustrated and sometimes defensive toward the teachers. Try to avoid the blame game, and keep in mind you and the teachers have your child’s interests at heart.

Trust the teachers’ instincts: Teachers know what is appropriate for their grade level when it comes to reading and math skills and classroom behavior. Take advantage of the insights the teachers can share about your child.

Help on the home front: Ask, “What can I do to help my child perform better in your class?” Make sure you understand the requirements for completing homework, turning in assignments, and being prepared in class. Ask for specific suggestions for helping at home if your child is struggling in a particular subject.

Academic Competitions
Sutton students compete and excel in academics competitions at all levels. They are perennial standouts in the City-wide Spelling Bee, and City, District, and State Science, Social Studies, and Geography Fairs. Our students also enjoy success in Sigma Math, Quiz Bowl and Math League competitions every year. Students look forward to participating in these highly competitive academic events.

Field Trips 
As a complement to the academic curriculum several trips are scheduled throughout the year to provide additional perspective to in-class instruction. For example, 8th grade Georgia History students tour the southern part of the state visiting The Harriet Tubman Museum, Ocmulgee Indian Mounds, FDR’s Little Whitehouse, Andersonville Prison, and more. In past years, eighth graders have also visited Boston or NYC. Williamsburg and Savannah are unrivaled “classrooms” for sixth grade Social Studies students, while seventh graders experience the historical wonders of Washington DC. Sixth graders also have traveled to the US Space and Rocket Center and Cathedral Caverns located near Huntsville, Alabama.

Chapter Six: Outside the Classroom

At Sutton, students can participate in a variety of interesting and skill-building activities which help foster school spirit, and importantly for middle school students, help build confidence and friendships.

After School Clubs
From Rocket Science and knitting to Art and Math Online, students may choose to participate in something familiar or something new! Parents often form individual clubs outside of school, such as the Mother-Daughter Book Club. Teachers also lead course-related clubs. We encourage everyone to get involved. Clubs vary from year to year. Learn how to sign up for this year’s offerings after school begins.

The Fine Arts
Band, Chorus, Drama, Orchestra, and the Visual Arts play big parts in the lives of many Sutton students. There are entry-level opportunities for students with all types performing arts experience and for students who are just discovering their hidden talents!

Band: Our Band program continues to grow with the addition of a Jazz Band. Students have the opportunity to compete at Festival each year and enjoy the many practice rooms and recording capabilities in our outstanding music complex.

Chorus: This is the newest addition to our performing arts family. With a newly renovated state-of-the-art musical facility as a backdrop, our Sutton Singers will certainly achieve early success.

Drama: All of Sutton is a stage for the talented students in our two drama troupes, The Ritz Players (for seventh graders) and The Premium Players (for eighth graders). Students interested in all areas of drama may audition in the spring to be a member of these high-commitment ensembles. Activities include set design, lighting, acting, directing, costuming, and more. From standup and improvisations to the classics (perhaps, slightly “adapted”) to student-written original presentations, we do things with a dramatic flair at Sutton.

Orchestra: The SMS Orchestra program has over a 25-year history of earning the highest ranking in city competitions. We are the only APS middle school to have students selected for the Georgia All-State Middle School Orchestra. The program is unique because in addition to the traditional musical experiences it offers students the opportunity to take part in the Mariachi Band, Cello Choir, Fiddle Group, clinics, and private lessons with Atlanta Symphony Orchestra members.

Visual Arts: Students have the opportunity to focus on specific visual art forms and present their original works to the community at “An Evening of the Arts.” The colors and textures of many of our creative artists’ works can be seen throughout the Sutton campus.

Reflections: The PTA Reflections Program is a nation-wide arts recognition opportunity that provides children in pre-kindergarten through twelfth-grade a forum to express themselves in any of six areas: literature, musical composition, photography, dance choreography, film/video production, and visual arts. A PTA committee works with SMS faculty to encourage and identify entrants and to facilitate the application process. Look for information early in the school year about the Reflections fall deadline.

Classical Music Celebration
This concert is an annual spring recital open to all students in the school who study classical music repertoire (piano, voice, acoustical guitar, strings, band, etc.).
Showcase
PTA sponsored spring talent show at Chastain Park Amphitheatre, by audition, featuring individual talents, group performers, and teachers.  
Student Council
Sutton’s Student Council is much more than a middle school social club. It serves as an excellent training ground for student leaders by providing opportunities to organize, lead, and serve others. Recent Student Council projects include participation in the “Feed the Hungry” Food Drive, Operation Christmas Child, “Pennies for Patients” benefiting lymphoma patients, and Red Cross Hurricane Relief efforts. 

Student Council Homeroom Representatives are chosen in the fall. In order to be on the Council a student must have parental permission and good academic and citizenship grades. Student Council Officers are elected each spring for the following school year.

PWC Life Skills Program
Sutton has consistently won the prestigious “A Plus” Award, given jointly by the Atlanta Chamber of Commerce and APS. This honor recognizes outstanding community partnerships.  The PricewaterhouseCoopers (PwC) Life Skills Program teaches Sutton 8th grade students essential skills such as communication in the work environment, writing resumes, interviewing techniques, how to ask for recommendations, and using money wisely.

Sports
Sutton boasts the most expansive middle school sports program in the city. Seventh and eighth-graders may choose from a wide variety of team sports giving as many students as possible an opportunity to learn new skills, gain confidence and experience success in an athletic setting. Chapter Seven: Media Center & Technology

The entire Sutton family is extremely proud of our new state-of-the-art campus featuring a beautiful Media Center at its center and over 540 computers throughout the school.

Computer Labs

Our two new computer labs each accommodate a class of 30 students. As a result of an APS pilot program, one lab is equipped with Thin Clients. These computers run on the Linux operating system. Sutton currently has a total of 408 Linux computers in the labs and in the classrooms.
The individual Thin Clients are small, getting their processing power from a central server. Since Thin Clients do not have devices such as CR-ROM players or diskette drivers, it is recommended students use a flash drive to save their work.

In addition to the Thin Client Lab, Sutton also has a Creative Technology Mac lab where students use subject matter from their content classes, such as English and math, to create projects using Macs.  Students are able to meet their IB/MYP technology requirement while having fun at the same time.  Some of the students will bring their projects to life via pod casting while others may choose to team up to create short movies, dazzling pages and impressive presentations. They may even write and record songs.  
The Accelerated Reader Program (AR)
AR is a reading software program that helps to increases reading achievement.  APS provides Sutton with a subscription to a hosted web version of Accelerated Reader entitled Renaissance Place giving us access to every reading practice quiz available! The link to our AR website is: https://hosted85.renlearn.com/51805.

To verify an AR test is available for a specific title and to check the AR reading level, go to http://www.renlearn.com/store/quiz and type in the name of the book. If this website indicates a test has been written, Sutton will have access to the test through Renaissance Place.

Study Island
Study Island is an online, interactive review program that allows students to work on material in all core subject areas.  The teachers assign the students their own personal log in information and the program adjusts based on the student’s knowledge and performance.  To access Study Island, make sure your student has their log in information and go to www.studyisland.com.

Chapter Nine: The High School Connection

Sutton Middle School feeds into North Atlanta High School, home of the Warriors, at 2875 Northside Drive in Buckhead.  Sutton is North Atlanta’s only feeder school, and shares joint authorization with North Atlanta for the International Baccalaureate Middle Years Programme (6th through 10th grades).  In addition to the IB programme, there are two other Small Learning Communities (SLCs) offered to students:  The Center for the Arts, and the Center for Business, Hospitality & Leadership.
The North Atlanta campus will undergo a major renovation of classroom spaces, common areas, and athletic facilities beginning in May 2009. This renovation will occur primarily in the summer of 2009 allowing students to remain in the building during the construction process.
Electives 
Students enjoy a variety of elective courses:  Ballet, Chorus, Band, Piano, Visual Arts, Jazz, Acting, Music Appreciation, Music Theory, Guitar, Painting, Brass Band, Orchestra, Set Design, Drawing, Jazz Dance, Woodwind Band, Handbells, Ceramics, Modern Dance, Speech, Percussion, Music Technology, Journalism, Business Technology, Computer Applications, Entrepreneurial Ventures, Business Documents, Web Page Design, Accounting and Marketing and Junior ROTC.

The Atlanta Board of Education is committed to the health and safety of its students.  Medication and / or medical procedures required by students should be administered by a parent / legal guardian at home.  Under exceptional circumstances, prescribed medication and / or medical health-related procedures may be administered by the school principal, his / her designee, the school nurse, or self-administered by the student per written physician’s orders and written parent / guardian authorization.  The parent / guardian must complete and sign the Administration of Medication / Medical Procedure form to acknowledge that the school assumes no responsibility for medications or procedures that are self-administered.

The Superintendent is authorized to develop guidelines to implement this policy.

	1. A completed form “Administration of Medication / Medical Procedures” shall be on file for each student requiring medication(s) / medical procedures and will include:

a.   Name of student, address, phone number, and an emergency number.

b.   Name of medication / medical procedure.

c. Purpose of medication / medical procedure.

d. Starting date for administering the medication / medical procedure.

e. Medication will only be administered from the original prescription container, properly labeled by a registered pharmacist and with the appropriate written physician’s orders.

f. Physician’s requirements specifying dosage, frequency, and method of administration, including self-possession / self-administration, and/or specific equipment needed.

g. Physician’s description of anticipated reactions of student to the medication / medical procedure.

h. Physician’s recommendation for self-administration and possession of medication / medical equipment by student during school...

i. What to do in case of side effects and emergency incidents.

j. Termination date for administering medication / medical procedure.

k. Signature of parent / guardian approving the administration of the medication / medical procedure.

2. No other medication / medical procedure will be administered to students by school personnel under any circumstances without appropriate written physician orders and parent / guardian written authorization.

3. The school principal, his/her designee, or the school nurse will:

                    a.   Inform the classroom teacher of the medication / medical procedure.

                    b.   Keep a record of the administration thereof.

c. Keep the medication in a securely locked cabinet, excluding prescribed medication possessed and self-administered by student.

d. Return unused medication to the parent only.

e. Call an ambulance (911) in an emergency situation.

4. Services will be coordinated through the school Student Support Team process to facilitate implementation of the required individualized Section 504 accommodations, if applicable.
5. The parent(s) / guardian(s) of the student must assume full responsibility for providing prescribed medication / medical procedure equipment and for informing the school principal or school nurse of any change in the student’s health or change in medication / medical procedure.

6. The “Administration of Medication / Medical Procedure” form must be completed and filed each school year and whenever the prescription is changed by the physician.  A copy of this form shall be filed in the student’s personal folder, the school nurse’s office, and forwarded to the child’s parent / guardian.
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7. Parent(s) / guardian(s) by signature on the completed “Administration of Medication / Medical Procedure” form acknowledges that the school is providing for the administration of medication / medical procedure as a courtesy to the parent(s) / guardian(s) and agrees to hold the school and school system harmless in its so doing.

8. A copy of the policy and these administrative regulations shall be posted in all school clinics, made available to the school nurse, local health department, or other medical providers who take part in delivering health services to students in the system, and provided for parents upon their request for administration of medication / medical procedures in the schools.

9. The system retains the right to reject requests for administration of medication / medical procedures.
