· Trust the teacher’s instincts:  Teachers know what’s appropriate for their grade level when it comes to reading and math skills and classroom behavior.  Take advantage of the insights the teacher can share about your child.

· What to do on the home front:  Ask  “What can I do to help my child do better at school?”  Find out the rules for completing homework, turning in assignments, and being prepared in class.   Ask for specific suggestions for helping at home if your child is struggling in a particular subject.
