NAPPS:  What is NAPPS?  Northside Atlanta Parents for Public Schools.  NAPPS is committed to the vision of a K-12 educational continuum and it holds monthly lunchtime meetings to discuss issues that affect us all at the local and state level. The next NAPPS meeting is at Sutton on November 28th at noon.   Bring a bag lunch and get to know your community schools, from Brandon, Bolton, Garden Hills, E. Rivers, Jackson and Smith to North Atlanta High School. 
All of our feeder schools and high school have adopted the International Baccalaureate educational model.  In elementary school, IB is a philosophy of teaching, with “IB Attitudes” infused in the lessons.  In 11th and 12th grades, IB is a course of study with required classes and final exams that are graded by an international testing center.  The IB diploma that your student could earn is recognized around the world (your child would graduate with both a Georgia high school diploma and an IB diploma).  The “Middle Years Programme” is a 6th through 10th grade program requiring collaboration between our middle and high school.  MYP students have specific course requirements. They must have exposure to the arts and to technology, for example, in addition to specific core academics.  Students must complete a Final Project in 10th grade.  When our middle years program is authorized later this year, we will have the only K-12 IB program in the state.  Peaches Sansom is our enthusiastic and capable IB coordinator.
