Sutton New Student Registration:  Incoming 6th Graders and New Students to SMS…
On May 7th and 8th there will be a “new student” registration at Sutton!  This registration is mandatory for all incoming 6th graders and for any new “in-zone” students coming to Sutton next year in the 7th and 8th grades.  The hours will be 8:00 am - 6:00 pm on Thurs., May 7th, and 8:00 am - 4:00 pm on Friday, May 8th.  Due to the increased demand for a Sutton education, it is necessary for our new families to fully register so that we can effectively plan for the fall.  Only completely registered students will be scheduled.  Due to our projection of reaching full capacity, no out-of-zone students or administrative transfers will be accepted.  This information will also be shared in the local media, on our website, and through communications at our elementary schools.  Specific registration details will be included.
