Sutton New Student Registration:  Incoming 6th Graders and New Students to SMS!

On May 7th and 8th there will be a “new student” registration at Sutton!  This registration is mandatory for all incoming 6th graders and for any new “in-zone” students coming to Sutton next year in the 7th and 8th grades.  The hours will be 8:00 am - 6:00 pm on Thurs., May 7th, and 8:00 am - 4:00 pm on Friday, May 8th.  Due to the increased demand for a Sutton education, it is necessary for our new families to fully register so that we can effectively plan for the fall.  Only completely registered students will be scheduled.  Due to our projection of reaching full capacity, no out-of-zone students or administrative transfers will be accepted.  This information will also be shared in the local media, on our website, and through communications at our elementary schools.  Specific registration details will be included.  Thank you for your help in these efforts!

Current 6th & 7th Grade Families:  Plans for next year are already in progress for you!  As you know, we embarked on our Proof of Residency Initiative this past Nov-Dec.  Through those efforts, we were able to correct many of your addresses and add needed documents to your school records.  Later this spring, we will be asking each current family to provide their proof of continued residence in the Sutton zone.  As the demand for a Sutton education has increased, we have intensified our efforts in verifying all of our students live in our residency area.  Please be patient through this process.  Each spring we will be asking for updated residency verification, and we promise we will only do this once a year going forward!  However, this April-May we will be asking for updated residency information, and we will only be able to fully schedule those students who have completed records on file.   Thank you for your cooperation!

Attendance Records:  We know that you have just received your report cards!  If you have found there are attendance inaccuracies on your child's report card, please let us know the specifics.   You can either send in a note/letter or request a Student Attendance Audit form via the front office or counselor offices and return that to us.  The specifics we need are your child's name, the dates you believe he or she was at school, any comments or evidence, and include your name and signature. 

We will then do an audit of our attendance records and make any needed changes.  We appreciate your help in ensuring our records are 100% accurate!
